Indeed it may be that you will assist in all these areas at
somefime in your programme, although clearly it will depend on
your previous experience in schools in the UK.

You will be working in schools which are somefimes small, usually
overcrowded, often with few if any resources such as furniture
or books, and without electricity or running water. Such conditions
can be a real challenge for anyone.

All classes are taught in English. Schools are particularly keen
1o have the services of English speakers since this is the basis of
the whole curriculum.

School days vary, some operating all day, others with morning
and afternoon shifts, with different staff.

WHO WILL YOU BE WORKING WITH?

You will be working with a range of children in whichever sector
ou have chosen. %hey will mainly be children from poor home
ackgrounds, many bearing the scars of the recent conflict in

Sierra Leone. Many of these children have to walk some distance

to get o school (this is especially the case with secondary pupils).

Almost all the children will have Fuid school fees amounting fo

between £10 and £20 per term!!!

You will be working with dedicated teachers, sometimes
unqualified, sometimes un‘ouid, but mostly providing the only
education these children will ever have!!!

WHAT PROGRAMMES CAN | CHOOSE FROM?

Programmes vary from as short as four weeks up to as long as
twelve months or longer and begin each term. The Sierra Leone’s
school calendar matches that of the UK generally but with some
slight differences for half-terms.

Flights, transfers, insurance and accommodation are all arranged
for you and costs vary according to the specific programme
chosen (see programme costs defails).
